
COMMON MISTAKE

LINE RUNNING DIRECTLY
FROM RISER OR METER
INTO BUILDING IS NOT
ALLOWED. PIPING MUST
BE PROTECTED FROM
VERTICAL MOVEMENT
CAUSED BY SETTLING
OR HEAVING, BY USE OF A
SWING JOINT. SEE (FIG #1.)

EITHER REROUTE PIPING
AS PER (FIG #1.),
OR, TO SAVE CUTTING NEW
HOLE AND TIME REROUTING

PIPE, SEE (FIG #3.)

AN ALTERNATE SOLUTION

MUST HAVE MINIMUM 1" OF
UN-THREADED PIPE
PROTRUDING FROM WALL.

Disconnect union on riser, then spin off the
remainder of the riser, keeping the elbow
on the riser. Cut back pipe protruding from
building, to 1"+ threads, (1 5/8 to 2" total
depending on pipe size), then thread on an
elbow to turn pipe to run parallel to building.
Next re-attach riser to union, snug up union,
but don't tighten yet. Turn riser so elbow at
top of riser points away from building,
ensuring that there is adequate space between
elbows. Tighten in nipple and elbow to turn
parallel in the same direction as the elbow on
the cut back pipe. Make up two 12" long pipe
nipples and tighten an elbow on the end of
each. Thread the nipples into the two parallel
pointing elbows, with elbows on ends, nipples
pointing towards each other. Select a nipple
that will close the gap when tightened into
elbows. Then working back from building
towards riser, assemble as pictured, ensuring
all joints are tight and union is re-tightened.
